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 ! � � ����The Christmas season ended (for the Church) last Monday with the feast of The 
Baptism of the Lord. We now enter Ordinary Time – the thirty-four weeks that 
make up the bulk of the liturgical year. Ordinary time will continue until Feb. 21 
when Lent begins. It resumes after the celebration of Pentecost (May 27). 
 During Ordinary Time this year we will be reading from the Gospel accord-
ing to Luke. However before beginning Luke the liturgy offers us one last epiphany 
– the story of the Wedding Feast at Cana from the Gospel of John. 
 The first half of John’s Gospel narrates seven signs or miracles. John calls 
these signs because they reveal who Jesus is. In John’s terminology, they “glorify.”  
For example, the curing of the blind man manifests that Jesus is the Light of the 
World. The feeding of the multitude reveals that Jesus is the Bread of Life.  The 
raising of Lazarus leads to Jesus’  proclamation, “ I am the resurrection.”  
 The story of the wedding at Cana offers a variety of rich images and allu-
sions. Jesus’  preaching frequently evokes weddings and banquets to signify the 
Kingdom. But the focus of John’s story is on the sign or miracle itself. Jesus’  hosts 
are running out of wine. At hand are some jars of water used “ for Jewish ceremonial 
washings.”  Jesus transforms the water into the finest wine. What does this sign re-
veal about Jesus? 
 Scholars commonly agree that the Cana story anticipates the cross of Jesus 
when he transforms the covenant or the relationship between God and humanity. 
The water symbolizes the old law. The new wine symbolizes the New Kingdom 
initiated by Jesus. In other words, this sign reveals Jesus to be an agent of change. 
 Today’s second reading offers a vision of what God is accomplishing in this 
change. Paul writes to a church at Corinth that is badly divided. Some Corinthian 
Christians take great pride in their special gifts. The “gift of tongues”  seems to be 
the divisive issue. This is not a capacity to speak foreign languages. Rather it ap-
pears to be a non-linguistic, verbal expression of the Spirit that only a few can inter-
pret. Those who have the gift to speak and those who interpret seem to have set 
themselves apart as especially graced by the Spirit. 
 Paul resists such divisive attitudes. There is only one Spirit of Christ given 
to all the baptized. This Spirit is manifest in a variety of gifts. The authentic expres-
sion of these gifts unites the community. Divisive attitudes and behavior are not 
from the Spirit. The “sign”  of the Church that manifests Christ’s Spirit is unity. 
 Tragically Christians have not been very good about living in unity. The 
Church of Jesus is fractured. Recognizing this, many churches have dedicated a 
week each year to prayer for the unity of Christians. This special time begins Thurs-
day, Jan. 18. 
 Monday our nation celebrates Martin Luther King. Dr. King worked to end 
the racial divisions that have marred American life from our country’s beginning. 
He envisioned a country at peace with itself and with the world. As with so many 
prophets of human dignity and peace, he was killed. His dream, America’s dream, is 
yet to be accomplished.  
 The change symbolized at Cana and initiated on the cross is the divine 
transformation of humanity from violence and division to unity and peace. It is the 
promise of God’s Kingdom. The annual prayer for Christian unity and the celebra-
tion of Dr. King offer us opportunities to pray and work for the kind of community 
God wants for us. At St. Martin’s let us work to be that kind of church described in 
the Second Eucharistic Prayer for Reconciliation, “a sign of unity and an instrument 
of peace.”
