LEARN: 76% of American households said they 
limited their use of energy in 2009.  47% purchased 
green products, and 50% said they declined to buy a 
product because of concern over the product’s effect 
on the environment.  
ASSESS: Ask yourself, what are the things that I do 
that harm the environment?  Make a list.  Don’t be 
hard on yourself, just honest.  
ACT: Look at your list and try to make changes.  For 
example, you may want to forgo bottled water, use 
recycled paper products, or fluorescent light bulbs.  
These are easy changes that can make a big impact. 
ADVOCATE: To explore issues of environmental 
justice as they relate to our own lives,  and our spiri-
tuality.
