Nicholas D. Kristof, a New York Times reporter, has 
been writing articles in defense of the Catholic Church 
recently.  In his column for Sunday May 2, 2010 his 
column is titled “Who Can Mock This Church” written 
from Juba, Sudan. He goes on to tell about Father Mi-
chael Barton, a Catholic priest from Indianapolis, who 
runs four schools for children in the remote village of 
Nyamlell in Southern Sudan. Father Michael has perse-
vered through civil war, imprisonment and beatings, 
and a smorgasbord of disease.  
 

In the city of Juba, Sudan, Nicholas Kristof met Cathy 
Arata, a nun from New Jersey, who has spent years 
working with battered women in Appalachia. Then she 
went to El Salvador during their civil war protecting 
peasants. Two years ago she moved to Southern Sudan 
on behalf of a terrific Catholic project called Solidarity 
With Southern  Sudan. She and others in the project 
have trained 600 school teachers. 
 

Mr. Kristof goes on to mention others who are in Sudan 
such as a 72 year old nun who is a doctor from Rhode 
Island; an Italian priest Father Mario Falconi who re-
fused to leave Rwanda during the genocide and saved 
3.000 from being massacred; Father Mario Benedetti a 
72 year old Italian priest  who lives side by side with his 
congregation in a refugee camp in sSouthern Sudan.  
 

Mr. Kristof says “It's because of brave souls like these 
that I honor the Catholic Church.”

Many ministers can 
attest to this being a ministry of compassion, one 
in which they share the Body and Blood of 
Christ with the Body of Christ, through the as-
sembly of believers.
