Greenpeace or Green Peace?

Due to the recent political climate, there seem to be sev-
eral opposing viewpoints surrounding environmental is-
sues. Many of you may have watched eco-vigilante Paul
Watson of Greenpeace on the TV series, Whale Wars,
chasing down illegal whale poachers near Antarctica.

Or, perhaps you may have heard radio personalities criti-

cizing the science of global warming or the effectiveness

of government environmental regulations. Whatever your
political leanings are, our faith calls us to be stewards of

God’s Creation; to act in solidarity with our brothers and

sisters throughout the globe; to strive for Green Peace

across humanity. The Catholic principal of Green Peace,
or Environmental Justice, is based in the following core
teachings:

1. Biblical Teaching: The Word of God tells us that we
are but sojourners here (Lev. 25:23), reminding us that
the God created the world, and mankind in His Image
(Genesis). There are many scripture passages that call
us to act justly and sustainably in relation to the envi-
ronment.

2. Catholic Social Teaching: The Catechism of the
Catholic Church states, “Each creature possesses its
own particular goodness and perfection.” [#339] “God
willed the diversity of creatures....Man, and through
him all creation, is destined for the glory of
God.” [#353] The teachings of many of our Saints,
especially that of St. Francis of Assisi, remind us to
use the natural environment to bring our spirits closer
to God.

3. Papal Teaching: Pope Benedict XVI’s World Day of
Peace message for 2010 is titled, “If You Want to Cul-
tivate Peace, Protect Creation.” Several previous
Popes have expressed concern for the environment in
their teachings, all the way back to Pope St. Clement
who in the year 97 A.D. wrote, “The very smallest of
living beings meet together in peace and concord. All
these the great Creator and Lord of all has appointed to
exist in peace and harmony.”

4. The Bishop’s Call: “God created human beings in His
own image as stewards and recipients of His wonder-
ful handiwork. As a people of faith, we are today
called to celebrate the splendor of God’s creation, to
be good stewards of the Earth and to safeguard the in-
tegrity of all creation.” Catholics around the world
have already initiated many innovative ecological pro-
jects that have highlighted the need for all of us to live
more sustainably and to leave a lighter “ecological
footprint.” Bishop Patrick J. McGrath, June 5, 2009.
