TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The origins of today’s solemnity lie in thirteenth-
century Belgium. In those days, people seldom received
Holy Communion, and never the chalice. A nun in a
troubled convent, Juliana of Li¢ge, devoted her life to
stirring up love for the Eucharist, lobbying for a feast
day to honor the Blessed Sacrament with Masses and
processions.

Juliana may have been inspired by the Ascension Day
processions in nearby Bruges. Crusaders brought a
treasure home to Bruges from Constantinople in 1204: a
reliquary said to contain a cloth from Joseph of Arimat-
hea with which he had helped prepare the body of Jesus
for burial. The stain on the cloth was said to be the holy
blood itself, and so the people of Bruges built a great
basilica to house the relic. Bruges became a great center
of pilgrimage because of this treasure, and the proces-
sion of the Holy Blood is still one of the greatest festi-
vals in Belgium today. The bishop carries the relic
through the narrow streets, and the people wear medie-
val costumes and act out scenes from the Bible.

BROKEN AND POURED OUT

It is a fundamental truth of our faith that God is the
provider of everything. God has promised to feed
us, body, mind, and spirit, from our first breath to
our last. At every Mass, every day, throughout the
world, at the breaking of bread and pouring of
wine, we remember Jesus’ last Passover meal with
his friends, and we believe that the Lord is truly
present to us now. With our human eyes we see
only the bread and wine, but it is the Lord himself,
broken and poured out for us, whom we receive.
Today’s solemnity is an opportunity to think long
and hard about this amazing love that God has for
us. It is the absolute opposite of greed, which says,
“I’m going to grab hold of everything I can and
keep it for myself,” and also of its close relation,
stinginess: “I’1l give only what I have to, and not
one bit more.” Greed and stinginess both come
from fear, a fear that life will somehow fall apart
and we will lose everything we have. Many proph-
ets, saints, and teachers, and above all, Jesus him-
self have shown us that fear is essentially a lack of
trust in God. Anyone who has lived through a dev-
astating hurricane, earthquake, or flood knows that
what they “own” can be taken away in a heartbeat.
People who go through such an experience show
remarkable resilience and courage, and a will to
rebuild their lives. They should remind us that we,
who are loved by God the Father, fed by God the
Son, and strengthened by God the Holy Spirit,
have everything we need. We have only to open
our hearts, receive these gifts, and truly believe for
our lives to be transformed.
