1. The Altar Servers will no 
longer carry candles in the 
processions.  
 

Servers will process after the 
cross, as usual, and process 
in without the candles. When 
you reach the altar step, 
stand on either side as usual.  
 

When the priest bows, the 
Servers should also make a 
deep bow at  
the waist,  
l i k e th e   
presider.   
This is called  
a profound  
bow.
