  General Information
1. We schedule weddings so that people do not feel rushed. The church is used for a variety of events (funerals, other weddings, baptism, evening Mass, etc.). Therefore, each wedding party has use of the church for approximately one hour and fifty minutes for seating guests, the ceremony, and photos beginning a half hour before the wedding. Weddings are scheduled for Saturdays: 10:00 AM, 12:00 noon, and 2:00 PM. 

2. At St. Martin of Tours Church, arrangements for your wedding are made through the Parish Wedding Coordinator (see the enclosed schedule of telephone numbers for her number). She conducts the rehearsal, ensures that the church is ready for your wedding, serves behind the scenes, and puts the church in order after your ceremony. Please call her ASAP after your initial meeting with the priest so she can ensure that you are added to her calendar. She can also schedule your wedding rehearsal.
3. Rehearsals are set and conducted by the Parish Wedding Coordinator. Rehearsal times are held the Friday evening before the wedding and are for one half an hour. It is very important that everyone in the wedding arrives for the rehearsal on time, so the next rehearsal or event is not inconvenienced. Please bring the following items to the rehearsal: marriage license, liturgy planning sheets, selection form from Together for Life, fees and donations, and your candles if you plan to include the candle lighting ceremony. Call the wedding coordinator on the Monday or Tuesday before the wedding to confirm the rehearsal time and final details of the ceremony.

4. Flowers for the sanctuary are provided and will remain in the church after the wedding. If you wish to have additional flowers, please consult with the wedding coordinator before purchasing them from your florist. Please assign someone from your wedding party to remove your personal flowers (and wedding candles, if you have included them) immediately after the ceremony.
5. Care must be taken to keep the church looking good for other events. Therefore, florists may not staple, glue, or tape floral arrangements, bows, etc., to pews, carpet, chairs, or other furniture and fixtures. Hooks or wire may be used. Flowers may not be placed on the altar. Aisles must be kept free in compliance with the fire code.
6. Aisle runners not allowed. The throwing of rice, confetti, candies, birdseed, flower petals, or anything else is prohibited.

7. Photographers may take pictures on the church grounds before the wedding begins. After the entrance procession, the photographer is not permitted in the sanctuary or closer that the last rows of guests. Guests may not take plash photos during the ceremony; they must remain at their seats and not walk around. Staged photos are permitted after the ceremony and should reflect the dignity and reverence of the ceremony and the setting.
8. Videotaping the wedding is welcomed. Placement of the video camera should be discrete, with one camera on a tripod allowed up front, to the side and unattended. Additional cameras may not be any closer that the last row of guests (this applies to guests with video equipment, too). Artificial lights not allowed. Wires for the equipment and microphone are not to run through the sanctuary or the assembly and must not be seen.

9. Receiving lines and guest book signing must be held at the reception.

10. Please: no smoking or gum chewing in any of the church buildings, including the restrooms.

11. The use and odor of alcohol is not in keeping with a wedding ceremony. If such is detected on any member of the wedding party – especially the bride or groom --, the ceremony risks postponement or even cancellation.

12. The bridal party may gather in the priests’ sacristy. It is not suited for and may not be used as a dressing room. Please keep the room neat. The same may be said for the rest of the church, inside and outside.
