The Catholic wedding is a worship service – we pray, we celebrate God’s presence in our lives, we thank God for the blessings in our lives. We celebrate the relationship between Christ and his people as given witness in the committed relationship between husband and wife. Marriage is sacred – marriage is a sacrament.

Liturgical music for weddings expresses the joy and thanksgiving your guests and you feel toward God for bringing you together. Its appropriateness is determined by pastoral, liturgical, and musical considerations. Therefore, love songs that make no reference to God’s love for us are more appropriate for wedding receptions where they will be better appreciated. If you are considering certain favorite songs, the music minister or your priest can help you determine which ones are appropriate for the wedding liturgy and which are best appreciated at the reception.

Consultation with the music minister should take place well ahead of your wedding. If other musicians are brought in, approval must be obtained from our clergy or the parish’s Director of Liturgy (408-289-9617).
No recorded music is permitted at weddings.
